It’s important—as we’ve all heard
many times: Knowledge is power.

In most religious traditions,
the earliest forms of religion
focus heavily on guilt, sacrifice,
and punishment. They are fear
and retribution based, as if the
people needed to fear and
appease an angry God. You can
see this clearly enough in the
early books of the
Old Testament,
where the early
Israelites were con-
cerned with the
nuances of how to
perform their sacri-
fices properly in
order to please a
God who seemed
very much like an
angry father. But
then, between 800-500 B.C.
there is a radical shift in almost
all religions toward a focus on
love, compassion, and mercy.
We see this in the writings of the
Old Testament prophets such as
Amos, Hosea and Isaiah, who
speak for a God who says, I
desire steadfast love and not sac-
rifice, the knowledge of God,
rather than burnt offerings.
(Hosea 6.6) 

The Bible is largely the
story of the unfolding of God’s
love and His attempt to commu-
nicate to His people that He
loves them and desires mercy
and compassion on their part,
rather than bloody sacrifice.
Many early Christians were

mostly vegetarians
because most of
the meat had been
sacrificed to one
God or another,
and these early
Christians realized
that this was not
the path of mercy
that God wanted
them to follow. 

Why there was
this radical shift in almost all
religions isn’t entirely clear, but
the fact remains that the New
Religion, the Good News, as it
were, turns sharply to focus on
love, compassion, and mercy,
instead of fear and guilt.

And if you had known what
this means, ‘I desire mercy, and
not sacrifice,’ you would not
have condemned the guiltless.

In our continuing series
reporting on how things get
done at Nordland and who does
them all, we focus on the altar
chairperson. Eleanor Nepsund
was asked by Judy Tollefson to
take over the job in 2009.
Coincidentally, Judy took over
the altar chairperson job from
Eleanor when she asked Judy to
take it when she needed to
resign some years ago. 

The most obvious activi-
ties we notice per-
formed by the altar
chair is the changing
of the altar cloths as
the church passes
through its seasons. She is
responsible for making sure the
supplies of bread and wine are
always well stocked. Dave
Moline keeps the locked cup-
board well supplied with com-
munion wine. Eleanor bakes all
the unleavened bread and the
loaves of white bread. Nordland
secretary Vicky Pearson orders
the small plastic disposable cups
used. 

There is lots of activity
behind the scenes as well, as all
of us know who have volun-

teered to prepare the communion
wine and bread. The altar chair
is responsible for training and
scheduling volunteers. What is
most helpful is if the volunteer
will take a month—or two
Sundays a month—to prepare
communion. There are clearly
written instructions posted on
one of the cupboard doors for
those of us with short memories.
The volunteers fill the commun-
ion cups and place them in the

communion trays,
bread is cubed and
placed in baskets,
chalices are filled
and all are placed

on the altar. After the service the
number of communicants are
recorded, and things are cleaned
up and placed back in the cup-
board. 

The altar chair is also
responsible for ordering flowers/
plants for special holidays like
Christmas and Easter. She fills
the altar candles with special oil,
changes the wicks. She polishes
the communion trays once a
year.  

She welcomes volunteers
and assures them the job is easy.
